Day 1 (Mondg, February 8thipThe director, producer and writer come in to pitch
their project in no more than 10 minutes. Good pitches tend to present the crux of the
story in an exciting way, anticipate and address key concerns of the project (how will you
createthat giant robot, how will you shoot summer beach scenes in Chicago winter, etc.),
and give a sense for how each phase of the project will be handled. We want to be able
to envision your movie being made and made well. Look at the handout on board
memberquestions for additional help with the pitch.

There will be no Q&A on this day, meaning the board will not respond to the pitch
presentation or ask questions to the creative team at this time. You can be as creative in
your pitch as you want, just sdllto us!

Day 2 (Tuesday, February 9#hiror this day of Q&A you will have to sign up for

either Round 1 (9:330:15PM) or Round 2 (10:3D01:30PM). Each member of the

Studio 22 exec board will focus on one part of the pitch packet (again, see the lmendout
board member questions to prepare yourself), and you will discuss that section with him
or her for 5 minutes; there are 10 sections taking 50 minutes total, so you must know your
packet well.
